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A primary goal of this project was to assemble the highest quality data possible. Though there are other important
areas of ensuring data quality, none is perhaps more important than ensuring the validity of the species recorded. 

Unique species records were evaluated for accuracy and validity by researching original documents and
consulting either state or individual count compilers. The following table includes the species record evaluated,
the count circle and year in question, and a description of the change made. Whenever a species in the database
was evaluated, the notes pertaining to the most recent evaluation are included.  Please note that many of the
species questioned were contained in the Shipman database with little question. (However, Shipman's project was
too large for anyone to be able to perform a thorough review of all questionable species for all areas covered.) 

Few records were deleted from the database, though many evaluated records were "idled". This means that the
original "as published" listing is preserved in the database for future reference, however, the records do not show
up in composite lists or spreadsheet totals. 

Special thanks go to Karl Bardon, Kim Eckert, Peder Svingen, and many individual Count Compilers that
provided additional comments on this data, and also to Bob Domagalski for references related to Wisconsin
portion observations.

1. Western Grebe
1.1. Big Stone NWR (78, 79) The CY 78 record is listed in the text of the CBC summary of "The Loon"

volume 50 page 152, and will remain. Regarding the CY 79 record, no mention is given in the text of the
CBC summary of "The Loon" volume 51 page 119. There is also no mention of this record in the winter
season report on page 128. There is no specific mention of deleting record, though a general statement of
deletions due to insufficient documentation in the CBC summary. As of 9/02 this record will be deleted
unless evidence of this observation can be found.

1.2. Fergus Falls (74) Shipman database lists as a questionable record. This record is listed in the table of
results in "The Loon" volume 46 page 117, but no mention is given in the winter season report on page
105. No mention of deleting this record is given. Record stands as of 10/02.

1.3. Two Harbors (101) This record is outlined in "The Loon" volume 73 page 155

2. American Bittern
2.1. Hastings-Etter (74). This record is described in "The Loon" volume 46 page 105.

3. Great Egret
3.1. Winona (102) This record was found to be acceptable by the winter season editor of "The Loon."

4. Black-crowned Night-Heron
4.1.  Bloomington (71, 100) The CY 71 record is listed in the table of results in volume 44 page 18 of "The

Loon". Since the MN CBC compiler that year referred to other species being deleted as a result of
insufficient details, this record will stand. Regarding the CY 100 record, it is described in "The Loon"
volume 72 page 143

4.2.  LaCrosse-LaCrescent (76) This record refers to the non-MN portion of this count and is documented in
a Wisconsin database.

4.3.  Hasting-Etter (72) This record is listed in the table of results in volume 45 page 10 of "The Loon".
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5. Turkey Vuluture
5.1. Lanesboro (35) Volume 37 of Bird Lore has a count week reference to this and other species in the

Lanesboro report. Also, "The Flicker" volume 7 page 6 refers to the sighting, and subsequent research to
determine the rarity of this occurrence. Though the author of this early article describes that Dr. Robert's
book lists Turkey Vulture as very rare in winter, he does not indicate in the slightest that this observation
is not a valid one. As of 10/02 this record has been idled based on a full review of previous reported and
reviewed records. 

5.2. Grand Marais (93) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 65 page 134.
5.3. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (75, 98) The CY 75 record is not listed in the table of results of "The Loon"

volume ? page 57, though it is not clear if the reason for omitting the record was due to lack of sufficient
documentation or that it occurred on the Wisconsin side of the count. As of 10/02 these records have
been idled since initial review of Wisconsin records show none that coincide with CBC dates.

5.4. Plainview (57, 59, 67) Both the CY 57 and CY 59 records are included in the table of results in "The
Flicker" volume 31 page, 56 and volume 30 page 94, respectively. There is no mention either year of
evaluating such an unusual record. The CY 67 record is referenced in "The Loon" volume 39 page 141 in
the CBC summary, and is included in the table of results. As of 10/02 all three Plainview records have
been idled due to the lack of supporting documentation in any resource.

5.5. Rochester (79) This record is not mentioned in the CBC summary of "The Loon" volume 51 page 120,
however reference is made in the winter season report on page 129 that this was probably seen, but that
details were needed. As of 10/02 it has been idled since no documentation had been provided.

6. Trumpeter Swan 
The status of this species in Minnesota has changed in recent years. Most of the records in the database
are valid, yet some may refer to birds released as part of a regional reintroduction program before this
species became established enough to be considered "wild" and "self-sustaining" once again. The only
dubious records in the database are from Excelsior in CY 72, and 73. Regarding both records, "The Loon"
volume 46 page 169 stated that the birds were part of a reintroduction program and were allowed to fly
free of the Carver Park reserve grounds. This restoration effort was not successful. All other trumpeter
Swan records before 1999 have been idled since they were not considered a viable population before this
time. Idled records are still in the database, but do not show up in the count totals.

7. Ross' Goose
7.1. Rochester (65, 74, 88) These records are documented in "The Loon" volume 37 page 79, volume 46

page 114, and volume 61 page 50. However, little discussion is given to the record from CY 79. Most
likely this record is fine since the compiler of the MN CBC results that year did not dispute the
occurrence while he did dispute other records. As of 9/02 this record has not been changed.

7.2. Hasting-Etter (83) No mention of this record exists in either the winter seasonal report of "The Loon"
volume 55 page 109. It is possible that this record was a Wisconsin portion sighting. As of 9/02 this
record will stand until further information can be reviewed.

7.3. Faribault (99) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 71 page 133.

8. Blue-winged Teal
8.1. Austin (84) Shipman database lists as a questionable record. In the winter seasonal report of "The

Loon" volume 56 page 149, the MN CBC compiler that year states that this record was reported without
details. As of 10/02 this record will stand.

8.2. LaCrosse-Lacrescent (85) Shipman database lists as a questionable record. This most likely refers to a
Wisconsin record since no mention of it is listed in "The Loon" volume 57 page 124. As of 10/02 this
will remain as such.

8.3. Morris (96) This record refers to an apparently injured bird as is described in the winter seasonal report
of "The Loon" volume 68 page 145.

8.4. Wabasha (73) This record of 2 birds may have been deleted by the MN CBC compiler that year for
lack of documentation since it is not included in the table of results. As of 10/02 this will remain as a
Wisconsin record.

8.5. Wild River (92) This record appears to have deleted for lack of details since there is no listing of this
record in the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" volume 62 page 143. As of 9/02 this record will be
changed to "teal sp." 

8.6. Winona (75) Shipman database lists as a questionable record. In the winter seasonal report of "The
Loon" volume 58 page 118, the MN CBC compiler that year states that this record was reported without
details. As of 10/02 this record was changed to "teal sp." since it appears no details were submitted.

9. Surf Scoter
9.1. Grand Marais (93) This record is listed in the table of results of "The Loon" volume 65 page 134.

10. Black Scoter 
10.1. Afton (77) This record was deleted by the MN CBC compiler that year. It is mentioned in "The Loon"

volume 49 page 156 that this report was on the Wisconsin side of the Afton count. As of 10/02 this
record reflects that this is a Wisconsin observation.

11. Harlequin Duck 
11.1. Austin (87) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 59 page 50
11.2. Excelsior (98) These records are documented in "The Loon" volume 70 pages 143
11.3. Fergus Falls (92, 93) These records are documented in "The Loon" volume 65 pages 158-159
11.4. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (100) As of 10/02 this record has not been idled based on additional review.

Attempts to receive original information from the count compiler will be made.
11.5. St. Paul (NE sub) (91) This record appears in "The Loon" volume 63 page 173.

12. Barrow's Goldeneye
12.1. Afton (77) The MN CBC compiler that year states that "the Afton count once again has Wisconsin

birds in its list, though three known or suspected rarities - Barrow's Goldeneye, Black Scoter, and Fox
Sparrow - have been deleted." After a review of the Wisconsin database, (10/02) this record was changed
to reflect a Wisconsin observation. 

12.2. Excelsior (96, 97, 98) The Barrow’s Goldeneye on the Excelsior count in CY 96, 97, and 98 has been
accepted, and is documented in The Loon volume 68 page 146, volume 69 page 132, and volume 70 page
143. 

12.3. St. Paul (74) The MN CBC compiler that year does not discuss any reservations about including this
observation in with the results, though he does discuss other observations that were either deleted, or
changed to a genus level observation. As of 9/02 no final determination has been made, Other issues of
The Loon will be checked. However, a count of 3 Barrow's Goldeneye from a single census area is
highly suspect. As of 9/02 this record will be changed to "goldeneye sp."

12.4. St. Paul (north) (66, 67, 69) The Barrow’s Goldeneye seen on CY 66 was not disputed by the MN CBC
compiler that year. Furthermore, in the review of CY 67, thew editor alludes to the second occurrence of
this species on the same count by stating, "… Barrow’s Goldeneye (again found on the St. Paul Count by
Bill Litkey duplicating his feat of last year)" with no indication that this record should not be accepted.
Regarding the CY 69 occurrence of this species on the same count, the MN CBC compiler that year also
does not refute this occurrence. All three records of this species will be retained.

13. Osprey
13.1. Rochester (76, 95) Regarding CY 76, "The Loon" volume 48 page 73-74 outlines Minnesota's first

acceptable winter Osprey sighting. Regarding the CY 95 record, there was no mention of Osprey in the
winter seasonal report of "The Loon" Volume 67 page 139. It is odd that two records are give for the
same year that are not mentioned in the seasonal report. Evaluation of possible transcription errors of
both CY 95 records will be done, however, as of 10/02 these records will be idled.
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13.2. St. Paul (NE sub) (87, 95) Neither of these two records have validating information contained in "The
Loon". As of 9/02 the CY 87 was deleted. Regarding the CY 95 record, there was no mention of Osprey
in the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" Volume 67 page 139. It is odd that two records are give for
the same year that are not mentioned in the seasonal report. Evaluation of possible transcription errors of
both CY 95 records was conducted. As of 10/02 these records were idled.

14. Swainson's Hawk
14.1. Fargo-Moorhead (65) This record may refer to the non-MN portion of this count as it is not included in

the table of results in "The Loon" volume 37 page 131, and since a compilation of North Dakota records
by G. Berkley, 1989 refers to a record of this species for 2 January 1965. However, as of 10/02 this
record was idled due to a lack of specific information.

14.2. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (98) This record was idled as of 10/02. The only published winter records in
Wisconsin refer to a specimen from Dunn County in “December” 1896 and a sight record from Dane
County 14 December 1961 (Robbins 1991). There was no mention of this species in “The 1997
Christmas Bird Counts” (Passenger Pigeon 60:45–76) or in the Wisconsin Winter 1997–98 seasonal
report.

15. Ferruginous Hawk 
15.1. Baudette (95) Personal communication with the Count Compiler confirms that this record refers to a

Red-tailed Hawk, not Ferruginous Hawk.
15.2. St. Paul (NE sub) (68) In Volume 40, page 73 of The Loon, the MN CBC compiler states in the review

of the 1967 CBC in Minnesota that "The Ferruginous Hawk was supported by written details by an
observer not familiar with this species, so this highly unusual record is open to serious question." With
that statement, and the fact that Ferruginous Hawk has never been recorded in winter in Minnesota, this
record has been changed to "hawk sp."

16. Broad-winged Hawk 
St. Paul (Vadnais) (59,64) These two records are very unlikely, especially considering a count of 2 on
the CY 59 CBC included in the summary table of "The Loon" volume 31 page 57. The CY 64 record
is not included in the summary table of "The Loon" volume 36 page 131, though no text alludes to
any deletions that year. Both records have been changed to "hawk sp."

17. Golden Eagle
17.1. Cedar Creek Bog (47,49,71) Though these three records recorded by the members of the Minnesota

Bird Club might seem unusual by today's standards, there are not questioned in the summaries for the
CBC season by any of the compilers of "The Flicker" or "The Loon." As of 9/02 they will stand as
reported.

17.2. Crosby (79) This record was accepted by the MN CBC compiler that year.
17.3. Lac qui Parle (90, 92) The CY 90 record is included in the text of the winter seasonal report of "The

Loon" volume 62 page 140, and will stand. The CY 92 record has a notation in the winter seasonal report
of "The Loon" volume 64 page 145 following the Lac qui Parle observation, "(no details)". More
information will be sought, however as of 9/02 this record will remain unchanged.

17.4. Sherburne N.W.R. (73, 83, 99) In volume 45 page 73 of "The Loon" the MN CBC compiler that year
states that "substantiating information was provided in all but two cases." and he does include the Golden
Eagle listing in the database table, so as of 9/02 this record will remain unchanged. The CY 83 report is
not listed in the text of the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" volume 55 page 110, though that does
not necessarily indicate that this record is not legitimate. It is quite possible that the Sherburne NWR
results were only submitted to Audubon. As of 9/02 this record will remain unchanged. The CY 99
record is included in the text of the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" volume 71 page 137.

17.5. Walker (49) As with the CY 49 record of this species for Cedar Creek Bog, this record was not
questioned in the CBC summary by the compilers. As of 10/02 it has been changed to "eagle sp."
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18. Gyrfalcon 
18.1. Baudette (86, 91) Shipman database lists as a questionable record. It is not mentioned in the winter

season report of "The Loon" volume 58 page 119, however the results of this CBC may not have been
sent to the MOU. As of 10/02 this record will stay as contact with the Count Compiler verified these
records.

18.2. Cedar Creek Bog (82) MN CBC compiler the MN CBC compiler that year confirms this record in his
review of the CBC results in "The Loon".

18.3. Duluth (84, 92, 101) The Count Year 84 record refers to a bird that overwintered in the Duluth harbor
area. The Count Year 92 record is mentioned in the text of the winter season report of "The Loon"
volume 64 page 146. The Count Year 101 record is documented in "The Loon" volume 73 page 158.

18.4. Hastings-Etter (92) As of 9/02 this record will remain as it is mentioned in the text of the winter season
report of "The Loon" volume 64 page 146.

18.5. Hibbing (82) Even though the 1981-82 winter season included many Gyrfalcon in Minnesota, this
record did not appear in either the winter seasonal report or the CBC summary, and may have been
deleted due to lack of documentation. Shipman database lists as a questionable record. As of 10/02 this
record has been idled.

18.6. Lac qui Parle (92) As of 9/02 this record will remain as it is mentioned in the text of the winter season
report of "The Loon" volume 64 page 146.

18.7. St. Cloud-Collegeville (92) For some reason this record is not mentioned in the text of the winter
season report of "The Loon" volume 64 page 146, and may have to be deleted. As of 10/02 this record
will be idled since review of existing publications show no report of Gyrfalcon from the St. Cloud Area
that season. 

18.8. St. Paul (ne suburban) (74) Shipman database lists as a questionable record. As of 10/02 this record
will stand pending additional review since mention of Gyrfalcon at Marine-on-St. Croix was included in
the 1973–74 Winter seasonal report of “The Loon” Volume 46 page 107. 

19. Northern Bobwhite
19.1. Afton (71, 84) In his discussion of the CBC data in "The Loon" volume 44 page 17, The MN CBC

compiler that year points out that some records were deleted, but does not mention this one. The total of
3 birds is listed in the table. Regarding the Count Year 84 record, no mention of it appears in the winter
season report in "The Loon" volume 56 page 151, yet this could be because the bird was observed on the
Wisconsin side of the Afton count. As of 10/02 both record will stand; the CY 71 record has been listed
as a probable escapee, while the CY 84 bird has been listed as a Wisconsin sighting.

19.2. Fargo-Moorhead (88) As of 9/02 no information regarding this observation has been located. This
record is highly suspect and will be deleted since it since this would represent a far out of range bird, and
since it is not likely the result of a transcription error since Gray Partridge and Ring-necked Pheasant
totals are listed in the same year. If this species was observed it was most likely an escapee from a game
farm. Furthermore, the official state list for North Dakota does not include Northern Bobwhite on its list.
This record has been deleted as of 9/02.

19.3. St. Paul (Ne sub) (72, 85) In his discussion of the CBC data in "The Loon" volume 45 page 10, the MN
CBC compiler that year points out that some records were deleted, but does not mention this one. The
total of 1 bird is listed in the table. As of 10/02 this record will be idled as is most likely refers to a
possible escaped bird. The CY 85 record is not included in Shipman database. 

20. Sora
20.1. Battle Lake (100) This record is described in "The Loon" volume 72 pages 149 and 177.

21. Virginia Rail
21.1. Bloomington (101) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 73 page 158.
21.2. Excelsior (62) This record is documented in "The Flicker" volume 34 page 14.
21.3. St. Paul (NE sub) (85) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 51 page 120.
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22. Sandhill Crane
22.1. Crookston (82) This record is listed in the text of the winter seasonal report in "The Loon" volume 54

page 157
22.2. Fargo-Moorhead (102) This record was accepted by the winter seasonal editor.
22.3. Rochester (88) This record is listed in the text of the winter seasonal report in "The Loon" volume 60

page 113
22.4. St. Paul (north) (102) This record was accepted by the winter seasonal editor.

23. Dunlin
23.1. Duluth (102) This record was accepted by the winter seasonal editor.

24. Pectoral Sandpiper
24.1. Cottonwood (75) This record is documented in volume 47 page 124.
24.2. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (77) This record is not mentioned in the CBC summary of "The Loon" volume 49

page 156, though it is confirmed as a Wisconsin record; December 18, 1976. 10/02 this record will stand.

25. Mew Gull
25.1. Bloomington (100) This record was not accepted by MORC (#2000-11) and will be changed to "gull

sp." as of 9/02.

26. California Gull
26.1. Duluth (85) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 57 pages 60-61.

27. Lesser Black-backed Gull
27.1. Bloomington (100) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 72 page 150

28. Glaucous-winged Gull
28.1. Bloomington (96) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 68 page 148.

29. Auklet sp.
29.1. Afton (97) The number reported (12) for this observation make this record highly suspect. It is most

likely the result of a transcription error, though no indication that this observation is unusual is made on
the Audubon web site, where the data is still posted. As of 9/02 no final determination has been made as
to the intended species.

30. Eurasian Collared-Dove
30.1. Marshall (99, 101, 102) These records have been well documented in "The Loon" volume 71 page 139,

volume 73 page 184, and the forthcoming volume 74 issue.
30.2. Grand Forks-East Grand Forks (100) As of 9/02 this record has not been thoroughly researched.
30.3. Fairmont (100) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 72 page 150.

31. Barn Owl
31.1. Shakopee (30) This record is the result of a transcription error, and was originally published as Great

Horned Owl in Volume 32 of Bird Lore, not Barn Owl as transcribed into the Shipman database. It has
been changed to Great Horned Owl.

32. Snowy Owl
32.1. St. Paul (NE sub) (81) 43 birds are listed in the Shipman database. Only 4 birds were listed in both

"The Loon" and “American Birds”. This instance most likely refers to a data entry error. As of 10/02 this
record has been changed to list 4 birds.
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33. Great Gray Owl 
33.1. Afton (84) Volume 56 page 152 of "The Loon" refers to a large invasion, to this record is probably

okay, however, as of 9/02 this record has not been thoroughly researched.
33.2. Minneapolis (north) (79) This Count Week record is not questioned by that year's CBC compiler,

suggesting that this record is acceptable.

34. Burrowing Owl Big Stone NWR (80)
Although this record was listed as Burrowing Owl in American Birds, Burrowing Owl has not been
recorded in Minnesota during Winter. Original reports were obtained from Big Stone NWR files,
indicating that a Barred Owl had been observed, indicating an obvious transcription error, since Barred
Owl appears next to Burrowing Owl on the CBC report form. This record was changed to Barred Owl.

35. Anna's Hummingbird
35.1. Bloomington (102) As of 9/02, this record is currently under review by MOURC.

36. Lewis’s Woodpecker
36.1. Sherburne NWR (75) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 47 page 39-40.

37. Three-toed Woodpecker
37.1. Hastings-Etter (82) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 54 page 168.

38. Red-shafted Flicker
38.1. Austin (82) The MN CBC compiler that year must have deleted this record due to lack of

documentation. Shipman database lists as a questionable record. No mention of this record is listed in
"The Loon" volume 54 page 166.

38.2. Battle Lake (101) This record is described in the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" volume 73 page
161

38.3. Cottonwood (74, 91) The CY 64 record is described in "The Loon" volume 46 page 108 in the winter
season report. No specific mention is given to the CY 91 report described in the winter season report of
"The Loon" volume 63 page 177. As of 9/02 this record will stand pending further review of available
information. 

38.4. Duluth (73) This record is described in the CBC summary of "The Loon" volume 45 page 73.
38.5. Excelsior (84) This record is not referred to in the winter season report in "The Loon" volume 56 page

153, however the record will stand as of 9/02 until further information can be reviewed.
38.6. Fargo-Moorhead (80, 82) Reagrding the CY 80 record, because of the high number of birds included in

this record (17) this most likely this record refers to a transcription error with Yellow-shafted Flicker. As
of 9/02 this record will remain as is until it can be determined if both Yellow and Red shafted Flickers
were observed that year. Regarding the CY 82 record, no mention exists in the CBC summary of "The
Loon" volume 54 page 167 even though other unusual species are singled out as occurring on the ND
side of the count. Again this could be the result of a transcription error, however the record will stand as
of 9/02 until further information can be reviewed.

38.7. Lac qui Parle (82, 89, 95) Regarding the CY 82 record, Shipman lists as a questionable record. No
mention exists in the CBC summary of "The Loon" volume 54 page 167. This could be the result of a
transcription error, however the record will stand as of 9/02 until further information can be reviewed.
The CY 89 record is referenced in the winter season report of "The Loon" volume 61 page 132. The CY
95 record is not mentioned in the winter season report of "The Loon" volume 67 page 150, perhaps
because it is a subspecies. As of 9/02 this record will stand pending further review.

38.8. Willmar (73) This record is described in the CBC summary of "The Loon" volume 45 page 73.
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39. Eastern Phoebe
39.1. Fort Snelling (40) Shipman database lists as a questionable record. The results from this count must

have been sent only to NAS, and not to the MOU since it is not mentioned in "The Flicker" volume 12
page 7. Green and Janssen (1975) list one record later than November (23 December) but do not give the
location or year. Curiously, this date is omitted in Janssen (1987) and no winter records are listed, even
though its status is described in that book as “accidental in early winter.” However, as of 10/02 this
record will remain unchanged, pending additional review.

39.2. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (91) This record is describe in the winter season report of "The Loon" volume 63
page 177.

39.3. Long Prairie (102) This record was accepted by the winter season editor.
39.4. St. Paul (north) (98) This record is listed in the winter summary of "The Loon" volume 70 page 147.

40. Loggerhead Shrike 
40.1. Afton (76) The MN CBC compiler that year did not include Loggerhead Shrike in the totals, however it

is not clear if the reason for not including this record was because it was not supported by sufficient
documentation (which is suspected) or because the totals were from outside Minnesota boundaries. As of
9/02, this record is left unchanged until further information can be obtianed.

40.2. Bloomington (79) The MN CBC compiler that year must have deleted this count due to a lack of
documentation, but no specific mention is made, though it states that some rarities with sketchy
documentation had to be deleted. As of 9/02 this record was changed to "shrike sp." until supporting
documentation can be researched.

40.3. Crookston (83) In the description for Loggerhead Shrike in the Winter Season report in "The Loon"
volume 55 page 112 this species is listed as appearing on the Crookston CBC followed by a note that
details are needed. As of 9/02 this record will be changed to "shrike sp." until further research can be
made to determine if details were ever written on this observation.

40.4. Duluth (77, 80) CW. The CY 77 record appears to be listed in the summary table of The Loon volume
49 pages 157-158, however no there is no indication in the summary table that a Loggerhead Shrike was
reported on the Duluth CBC. The species account for Winter 1976–77 (Loon 49:162) states, “One
reported with good details on 12/18 in Lyon County, and another was in the Duluth Christmas Count
Period (details needed).” Since details were not available, this record has been changed to "shrike sp."
The Count Year 80 record is listed as a noteworthy species in "The Loon" volume 52 page 53. 

40.5. Excelsior (68, 78) The Count Year 68 record is documented in "The Loon" volume 40 page 25,
however, the details do not preclude Northern Shrike. For that reason, this record has been changed to
"shrike sp." as of 10/02. The Count Year 78 record was included in the totals in "The Loon" volume 50
page 153-154 by the CBC compiler that year.

40.6. Lanesboro (35) The text of the Lanesboro report in Volume 37 of Bird Lore the compiler mentions that
this the bird in question was felt to be too small to be a Northern Shrike, but that all observers agreed that
this individual could not be identified to the species level. The Shipman database lists this as Migrant
Shrike, which was the name used for Loggerhead Shrike in at that time. This record has been changed to
"shrike sp."

40.7. Marshall (77) This record is valid and will stand as of 10/02. The species account for Winter 1976–77
(Loon 49:162) states, “One reported with good details on 12/18 in Lyon County."

40.8. Red Wing (71) No Loggerheads reported, but 2 Northern Shrike reported in the table in "The Loon".
The MN CBC compiler that year may have changed this record to Northern Shrike instead of deleting
this record, and may have deleted and Chipping Sparrow from the Red Wing count because no
documentation was submitted. As of 9/02 this record was changed to "shrike sp." while the Northern
Shrike record was changed from a total of 2 to 1.
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40.9. Sherburne N.W.R. (72) This record is not mentioned in the summary of the CBC results for CY 72,
which is surprising since a total of 2 were reported in Audubon Field Notes. In volume 45(?) of "The
Loon" the totals for Loggerhead Shrike and Northern Shrike are 1 and 3 respectively, while Audubon
Field Notes lists totals for both species as 2. This record was included by the Winter 1971–72 seasonal
editor in that report located in “The Loon” volume 44 page 46, though the 1971 CBC summary by the
MN CBC compiler that year was not published until spring 1974 in “The Loon” volume 46 pages 10–14.
As of 10/02 this record will stand as 1 Loggerhead Shrike to correct the transcription error of 2.

40.10. St Paul-Hastings (46) Listed as Migrant Shrike. Though not listed in "The Flicker" in the CBC
summary, this count was submitted to Audubon, and it does appear in the totals in "Bird Lore" volume
48 page 73. As of 9/02 no additional documentation has been discovered, and this record was changed to
"shrike sp."

40.11. Wild River (92) This record is not listed in the summary of The Winter season in "The Loon" volume
63 page 181. Specific mention is made in the text that many reported observations had to be deleted due
to lack of documentation submitted. As of 9/02 this record was changed to "shrike sp."

40.12. Wilmar (97) There is no mention of this record in the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" volume 69.
A Northern Shrike report is also included, so transcription error from this species is not likely. As of
10/02 this record has been changed to "shrike sp." pending further information.

40.13. Winona (79) This record may refer to the non-MN portion of this count. The MN CBC compiler that
year may have deleted this one due to a lack of documentation, but no specific mention is made, though
it states that some rarities with sketchy documentation had to be deleted. As of 9/02 this record was
changed to "shrike sp." until supporting documentation can be researched.

41. Clark's Nutcracker
41.1. Excelsior (73) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 45 page 47.

42. Tufted Titmouse 
42.1. Duluth (59, 60) The CY 59 record is not specifically mentioned as unusual, and the data is included in

the table in "The Flicker" volume 31 page 57. The CY 60 record is not specifically mentioned as
unusual, and the data is included in the table in "The Flicker" volume 32 page 84. As of 10/02 these
records were idled.

42.2. Walker (59, 84) The CY 59 record is not specifically mentioned as unusual, and the data is included in
the table in "The Flicker" volume 31 page 57. Regarding the CY 84 record, the winter seasonal summary
in "The Loon" volume 56 page 153 does not include the Walker CBC as a location where this species
was observed, though three other CBCs are mentioned. This record must have been deleted for lack of
documentation. As of 10/02 these records were idled.

42.3. Willmar (64, 65, 66, 67, 81) Personal communication with the current Count Compiler indicates that
this species was seen on these consecutive years, and again in CY 81. The CY 64 - 67 records are not
singled out in the CBC summary, though few species were singled out as being unusual those years. The
count totals do exist in the tables, so as of 9/02 these records will stand. Regarding CY 81, "The Loon"
volume 53 pages 129, and 157 do not mention this species as having occurred. There is also no mention
of this species being deleted from the count totals by either the winter season, or the CBC editor.
Willmar did submit totals to MOU, so this must be a case in which insufficient documentation was
received. As of 9/02 this record will stand until a review of MORC proceedings and noted of interest can
be reviewed.
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43. House Wren
43.1. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (100, 102) The Wisconsin database lists only three winter records of House Wren

for the entire state: 17 December 1994, 20 December 1991, 23 December 1939 (Racine). There are no
mentions of House Wren in the Winter 1999–2000 seasonal report for Wisconsin in Passenger Pigeon
and no mentions of this species in “The 1999 Wisconsin Christmas Bird Counts” (W. L. Hilsenhoff,
2000, Passenger Pigeon 62:21–45). There were no mentions of House Wren in the Western Great Lakes
regional reports for either Winter 1999–2000 or Winter 2001–2002. Minnesota has no acceptable winter
records for this species. As of 10/02 both records were changed to Winter Wren since misidentification
or transcription error is suspect here.

43.2. Winona (94) This record is listed in "The Loon" volume 66 page 138.

44. Sedge Wren
44.1. Marshall (88) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 60 page 117.

45. Marsh Wren
45.1. Bloomington (98, 102) The CY 98 record is documented in "The Loon" volume 70 page 148. The CY

102 record was accepted by the CBC editor.
45.2. Excelsior (98) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 70 page 148.

46. Carolina Wren
46.1. Walker (58) Although unusual, this record is not specifically addressed in the summary of the CBC

results, nor the seasonal report for Winter 1957–58. No notes of interest on this species were published in
the late 1950s. Green and Janssen (1975) mention a record of a bird attempting to overwinter in Cass
County but do not give the location/date. Janssen (1987) does not even mention Cass County. As of
10/02 this records were idled.

47. Common Myna 
47.1. Albert Lea (97) Obvious transcription error since European Starling and Crested Myna are listed in

succession on the Audubon report form. Changed to European Starling.

48. Mountain Bluebird
48.1. Duluth (85) This record is included in "The Loon" volume 57 page 139. As of 9/02 no other reference

has been located, however this record is most likely valid and will stand.
48.2. Grand Marais (83) This record is included in "The Loon" volume 55 page 113. As of 9/02 no other

reference has been located, however this record is most likely valid and will stand.

49. Swainson's Thrush
49.1. St. Paul (north) (74) This record is not mentioned as unusual in the text of "The Loon" volume 46 page

114, though it is included in the table of results. The MN CBC compiler that year mentioned the
Swainson’s Thrush at his feeder in St. Paul that was eventually found dead 30 December 1973. As of
10/02 this record will stand.

50. Wood Thrush
50.1. Tamarac NWR (100) There is no reference to this record. It is possible that the results were not sent to

MOU. Wisconsin has only two winter records for this species, 1–8 December 1996 and 19 December
1998. Minnesota has no winter records. As of 10/02 this report has been idled.

51. Curve-billed Thrasher
51.1. Wabasha (72, 73, 74, 75) Observed in Wisconsin portion of the Wabasha count circle. This record is

well documented in "The Loon” volume 45, page 73 (CY 72), volume 46 page 114 (CY 73), and volume
page (CY 75). Regarding the CY 74 occurrence, this record is not included on NAS totals, but was listed
in American Birds. As of 9/02 no reference other than volume 46 page 114, which does not go into detail
on the record.
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52. Northern Mockingbird
52.1. Cottonwood (70) This record is not disputed by the compiler of MN CBC data this year ("The Loon"

volume 42 page 99). As of 9/02 this record will remain as is.
52.2. Duluth (82, 102) In "The Loon" volume 54 page 167, the MN CBC compiler that year does include the

CY 82 in the text under the review for Minneapolis. This record will remain. The CY 102 record was
accepted by the winter season editor.

52.3. Fargo-Moorhead (70, 73, 88) The Count Year 70 record is not mentioned by the compiler of MN CBC
data this year ("The Loon" volume 42 page 99). However, this record most likely refers to a North
Dakota portion observation. Further evaluation shows this is a North Dakota record. The North Dakota
database shows a CBC record for Fargo 20 Dec 1969.The Count Year 73 record is mentioned in the text
of "The Loon" volume 45 page 73 as being a North Dakota sighting, and will also stand. The Count Year
88 record is mentioned in the winter season report of "The Loon" volume 60 page 117 as a record from
Moorhead.

52.4. Grand Marais (99) No mention of this record is listed in the winter season report of "The Loon" volume
71. As of 10/02 this record has been idled. 

52.5. Minneapolis (north) (56, 79) "The Flicker" volume 28 page 159 reduced CBC results to "Notes of
Interest" due to the few number of reports received. This record in Count Year 56 is listed among the
details, and will remain as is. In "The Loon" volume 51 page 120, the MN CBC compiler that year
included this record in the text under the review for Minneapolis in County Year 79. This record will
remain.

52.6. Rochester (85) In the winter season report of "The Loon" volume 57 page 129, this record is mentioned
in the text under the review for Northern Mockingbird, and will remain.

52.7. St. Cloud (56) This record is listed in the table of totals in "The Flicker" volume 30 page 95. Though no
other information is available about this record it will remain unchanged as of 9/02.

52.8. St. Paul-Hasting (53) This record unfortunately is not mentioned in "The Flicker" volume 25 pages 24-
27 in either the text or totals, however, there is no mention of this specific area of coverage. It is believed
that results from this count were sent only to Audubon, and that this record should stand.

52.9. St. Paul (74) This record is mentioned in the text of "The Loon" volume 46 page 114 in the list of
unusual species observed. 

52.10. Two Harbors (99) This record is listed in the winter season report of "The Loon" volume 71. The date
listed is 12/20/98.

52.11. Willmar (70) This record is not disputed by the compiler of MN CBC data this year ("The Loon"
volume 42 page 99). As of 9/02 this record will remain as is.

53. American Pipit St. Paul (South) (45)
Text of the original publication in Audubon Magazine Volume 47 indicates unidentified species either
Horned Lark or American Pipit. Since there are no records of American Pipit in winter in Minnesota, this
record (as a pipit) is extremely unlikely – especially since the number counted was 11. This record will be
referenced as Horned Lark

54. Orange-crowned Warbler
54.1. Duluth (99) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 71 page 142

55. Tennessee Warbler
55.1. Grand Marais (88) This record is very well documented in "The Loon" volume 60 page 38-40, however

it does not appear in the MN CBC database. Since totals were not printed in "The Loon" for this year,
and since the Grand Marais CBC did not submit results this year, contact with the compiler at that time is
the only hope of regaining this and (undoubtedly) other records.

56. Cape May Warbler
56.1. Hutchinson (83) This record appears in the text of "The Loon" volume 55 page 114. 
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57. Pine Warbler
57.1. Austin (86) This record is described in the winter season report of "The Loon" volume 58 page 124.
57.2. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (91) LaCrosse-LaCrescent (91) There is no mention of this record in "The Loon"

volume 63 page 181. However the Wisconsin database lists a record of an overwintering bird 15
December 1990 through 3 February 1991, and American Birds 45(3):276 depicts a photo of this Pine
Warbler at a feeder at La Crosse, Wisconsin. It appears to be a report from the Wisconsin side of the
count. As of 10/02 this record will stand. 

58. Ovenbird
58.1. Rochester (94) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 66 page 107.

59. Common Yellowthroat
59.1. Minneapolis (south) (35) The original published results show a listing of a Northern Yellowthroat,

which was the commonly used name of Common Yellowthroat at this time. Volume 7 page 6 of "The
Flicker" states, "Mr. And Mrs. Swedenborg followed the bird for some time so it is a positive
identification." Since Mr. and Mrs. E.D. Swedenborg appeared to be well noted for their identification
skills, this record will stand despite no additional documentation. Green and Janssen (1975) mention 25
December as the latest date on record for this species in Minnesota. Unfortunately, they do not give a
location or year but presumably this referred to the CY 35 CBC record, since Janssen (1987) mentions an
acceptable record from Hennepin County, 25 December 1934.

60. Green-tailed Towhee
60.1. Duluth (67)This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 39 page 135

61. Spotted Towhee
61.1. Bloomington (101) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 73 page 162
61.2. Cottonwood (88)  This record is not mentioned in the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" volume 60

page 118. However, it is specifically listed as Spotted Towhee in American Birds 42:908. As of 10/02
this record will stand. 

61.3. Fergus Falls (98) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 70 page 149, 171
61.4. Marshall (101) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 73 page 162
61.5. Minneapolis (48) This record is included in the table of results in volume 20 page 20 of "The Flicker".
61.6. Northwest McLeod (101) This record was deleted by the winter season editor of "The Loon" as

described in volume 73 page 162. As of 10/02 this record will stand since contact with the count
compiler verified this record.

61.7. Rochester (97) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 71 page 142

62. Chipping Sparrow
62.1. Red Wing (71) The MN CBC compiler that year deleted this record because no details were received -

especially since the count of 4 birds was listed. As of 9/02 this record has been changed to "sparrow sp."
62.2. St. Paul (NE sub) (60) This record includes a count of 12 birds in the NAS database, but is not listed in

the totals of the CBC summary in "The Flicker" volume 32 page 84. This record has been changed to
"sparrow sp." NOTE: Field sparrow also has a count of 12 this year for this count.

63. Clay-colored Sparrow
63.1. Bloomington (101) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 73 page 162
63.2. Duluth (85) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 57 page 104
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64. Field Sparrow
64.1. Fergus Falls (70) In volume 42 page 100 of "The Loon" the MN CBC compiler that year does include

the 12 birds in this total without question, though that total seems unlikely. As of 10/02 this record will
be idled.

64.2. St. Paul (NE sub) (60) This record includes a count of 10 birds in the NAS database, but is not listed in
the totals of the CBC summary in "The Flicker" volume 32 page 84. This record has been changed to
"sparrow sp." NOTE: Chipping sparrow also has a count of 12 this year for this count.

65. Vesper's Sparrow 
65.1. Cottonwood (90) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 62 page 145
65.2. Fargo-Moorhead (55) This record is not listed in the detailed CBC summary in "The Flicker" volume

27 page 153, however the North Dakota database (G. Berkey, 1989) lists a record for the Fargo CBC on
27 December 1954. As of 10/02 this record will stand since this refers to a ND observation. 

65.3. Lanesboro (36) This sighting (22 December 1935) was accepted by Green and Janssen (Minnesota
Birds, 1975) as one of only four winter records for the state at the time. This record is listed in the
detailed CBC summary in "The Flicker" volume 8 page 7, and will remain unchanged. 

65.4. St. Cloud (49) No specific mention of this record is listed in the CBC summary of "The Flicker"
volume 21 page 11, though it is included in the table of results. As of 10/02 this record was idled.

65.5. Sherburn (58) Volume 12 page 186 of "Audubon Filed Notes" is the only source of information on this
record since the results were sent only to NAS, not the MOU. As of 10/02 it was changed to "sparrow
sp." 

66. Lark Bunting
66.1. Winona (77) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 49 page 105-106

67. Lark Sparrow
67.1. Faribault (95) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 67 page 67,152. 

68. Savannah Sparrow
68.1. Austin (76) No mention of this record is listed in the winter seasonal report of "The Loon" volume 48

page 113. Even though this is a Count Week record it should have made it into the winter seasonal
report. This record is also not listed in the results table of "The Loon" volume 48 page 60-61, however it
is a Count Week record; count week records were not listed in the summary table. As of 10/02 this
record will be changed to "sparrow sp." 

68.2. Cottonwood (100) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 72 page 154
68.3. Minneapolis (96) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 68 page 152

69. Fox Sparrow
69.1. Faribault (97)12 birds. As of 9/02 this record has not been evaluated.

70. Lincoln's Sparrow
70.1. Cottonwood (82) This record is listed in the winter season summary in "The Loon" volume 54 page 181
70.2. Excelsior (91) Volume 64 page 141 of "The Loon" lists this record in the winter season report,

unchallenged.
70.3. Wabasha (73) This record refers to a Wisconsin observation, and not a case where the record was

deleted since the MN CBC compiler that year stated in volume 45 page 73 of "The Loon", that
"substantiating information was provided in all but two cases." and he does include the Lincoln's
Sparrow listing in the database table, and since the Wabasha results for that year are separated by state.
As of 10/02 this record will be changed to reflect the Wisconsin sighting since Robbins (1991)
documented that this species overwintered at a feeder in Buffalo County, Wisconsin during Winter
1972–73.
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71. Golden-crowned Sparrow
71.1. Duluth (90) This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 62 pages 55-56

72. White-winged Junco 
72.1. Fargo-Moorhead (78, 97) The CY 78 record lists a total of 19, which is nearly impossible for White-

winged Junco at this location. Since dark-eyed Junco is not reported for this location this count year, and
since Dark-eyed Junco is regularly reported for this location, and since no supporting documentation
could be located as of 9/02, this record is changed to Dark-eyed Junco. Regarding the CY 97 record, as
of 9/02 this record has been changed to "Oregon" Junco. A count of 9 makes it highly unlikely that this
record refers to White-winged Junco. Since a high number of Dark-eyed Junco was reported from this
location this count year (97) and since no "Oregon" Junco was reported, this record most likely refers to
"Oregon" Junco.

72.2. Roseau (97) Personal communication with the count compiler confirms that this record should be
changed from White-winged Junco to dark-eyed Junco.

73. "Gray-headed" form of the dark-eyed Junco
73.1. Bloomington? (?) This record is documented in "The Loon" volume 56 page 70.

74. McCown’s Longspur
74.1. Fergus Falls (70) There is no reference in The Loon for this species on a CBC, and count of 9 make this

record highly improbable. This record most likely refers to Lapland Longspur since it was not reported
as being seen that year, it is a somewhat regular occurrence on the Fergus Falls count, and since it
appears next to McCowns Longspur on the Audubon report form. As of 9/02 this will be treated a
Lapland Lonspur.

75. Dickcissel 
75.1. Owatonna  (83) This record is very unlikely since the record late migration date for Minnesota is

October 24. There is no supporting evidence for this record, and it will be changed to "bird sp." since
many other genus could be confused for this bird.

76. Baltimore Oriole
76.1. Aurora (85) This amazing record is included in "The Loon" volume 57 page 130.
76.2. Bloomington (72) This record is included in "The Loon" volume 44 page 90-91
76.3. Faribault (67) This record is included in "The Loon" volume 39 page 141
76.4. Winona (89) This record is included in "The Loon" volume 61 page 135

77. Eastern Meadowlark
77.1. Minneapolis (46) This record was not questioned by the CBC compiler that year, and is included in the

table. However, since eastern Meadowlark had not been identified in winter in Minnesota, serious
misgivings about this record exist. Until a more thorough evaluation of possible winter Eastern
Meadowlark sightings can be reviewed, this record will be changed to "meadowlark sp."

77.2. St. Paul (NE sub) (59, 62) The CY 59 record was not questioned by the CBC compiler that year, and is
included in the table. However, since eastern Meadowlark had not been identified in winter in
Minnesota, serious misgivings about this record exist. Until a more thorough evaluation of possible
winter Eastern Meadowlark sightings can be reviewed, this record will be changed to "meadowlark sp."
Regarding the CY 62 observation, in "The Flicker" volume 34 page 11, the winter seasonal editor asks
the question "How were they identified?" so it is quite likely that he did not receive sufficient
documentation on this record. As of 9/02 this record will be changed to "meadowlark sp." 

77.3. Sherburn (58) This record was not questioned by the CBC compiler that year, and is included in the
table. However, since eastern Meadowlark had not been identified in winter in Minnesota, serious
misgivings about this record exist. Until a more thorough evaluation of possible winter Eastern
Meadowlark sightings can be reviewed, this record will be changed to "meadowlark sp."
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77.4. Winona (62) In "The Flicker" volume 34 page 11, the MN CBC compiler that year asks the question
"How were they identified?" so it is quite likely that he did not receive sufficient documentation on this
record. As of 9/02 this record will be changed to "meadowlark sp."

78. Western Meadowlark
78.1. Benson (54) Notes in the CBC summary of volume 26 page 101 of "The Flicker" include Western

Meadowlark as an unusual species. Noted as unusual, presumably no details, probably OK. As of 10/02
this record will stand pending further review.

78.2. Big Stone NWR (79) This count week record is not mentioned in the CBC summary of "The Loon"
volume 51 page 119. The MN CBC compiler that year may have excluded this record from the summary
for reasons outlined on page 118, where he noted that some compilers continued to erroneously use the
entire count period when including “count week” birds instead of using the period 3 days before and 3
days after the CBC. Also, the Winter 1978–79 seasonal report listed all reports under “meadowlark sp.”
as follows: “December migrants reported from 12 counties north to Clay and Crow Wing; one February
migrant 2/28 Fillmore; apparently none overwintered.” As of 10/02 this record has been changed to
"meadowlark sp."

78.3. Cottonwood (82, 90) The CY 82 record is included in the CBC summary of "The Loon" volume 54
page 167, and will stand as of 10/02. Regarding the CY 90 record, the 1989–90 Winter seasonal report
lists all reports under “meadowlark sp.” except for the report from the Cottonwood CBC which is listed
under “Western Meadowlark.” As of 10/02 this record also stands as Western Meadowlark.

78.4. Crookston (82) Though a count week mention of Sandhill Crane is listed in "The Loon" volume 54
page 167, no mention of Western Meadowlark is given. The 1981–82 Winter seasonal report lists all
reports under Western Meadowlark as follows: “Individuals that undoubtedly represent this species were
reported in Red Lake 12/18 (SKS), Polk 12/17 (D. Svdarsky)" Since the Crookston CBC was 12/19/8.
This record will stand as a Count Week observation as of 10/02

78.5. Duluth (85) This record is listed in "The Loon" volume 57 page 130
78.6. Excelsior (55,62,64) Excelsior results are not listed in volume 24 page 26 of "The Flicker" most likely

since they were sent only to NAS, not MOU. Regarding the CY 62 record, in the CBC summary of "The
Flicker" volume 34 page 11, the MN CBC compiler that year questions how either species of
meadowlark was identified.. Regarding the CY 64 record, the winter season editor, in the CBC summary
in "The Flicker" volume 36 page 17, does not single out Western Meadowlark as an unusual species, but
did changes the listing from western Meadowlark to "meadowlark sp." As of 10/02 all three records will
be changed to "meadowlark sp."

78.7. Fargo-Moorhead (53, 58, 60, 66, 67, 68, 70, 74, 88) CY 53 Fargo-Moorhead results are not listed in
volume 24 page 26 of "The Flicker" most likely since they were sent only to NAS, not MOU. Regarding
the CY 58 refers to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the table of results of the CBC summary in "The
Flicker" volume 30 page 96, while it is obvious that Fargo and Moorhead portions were separated.
Regarding the CY 60 record, the CBC summary writer does not question Western Meadowlark on the
Moorhead count, though he does question several others in "The Flicker" volume 32 page 79. Regarding
the CY 66, In volume 38 page 82 of "The Loon", the MN CBC season compiler that year does include
Western Meadowlark in table of results, however, this record was included in the Winter 1965–66
seasonal report under “meadowlark sp.”. With this discrepancy, the record will be changed to
"meadowlark sp." The CY 67 record refers to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the table of results of the
CBC summary in "The Loon" volume 39 page 142 while it is obvious that Fargo and Moorhead portions
were separated. The CY 68 record refers to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the table of results of the
CBC summary in "The Loon" volume 40 page 75, while it is obvious that Fargo and Moorhead portions
were separated. The CY 70 record refers to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the table of results of the
CBC summary in "The Loon" volume 42 page 100 while it is obvious that Fargo and Moorhead portions
were separated. Regarding the CY 74 record, the MN CBC summary writer for "The Loon" volume 46
page 118 changed all meadowlark reports to "meadowlark sp." The CY 88 record refers to a ND
sighting. It is not listed in the winter season report in "The Loon" volume 60 page 118 while it is obvious
that Fargo and Moorhead portions were separated. As of 10/02 this record was changed to "meadowlark
sp."
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78.8. Northfield (52) Northfield results are not listed in volume 24 page 26 of "The Flicker" most likely since
they were sent only to NAS, not MOU. As of 10/02 this record was changed to "meadowlark sp." from
the lack of information.

78.9. Grand Forks-EGF (88, 90, 98, 100) The CY 88 record refers to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the
winter season report in "The Loon" volume 60 page 118 while it is obvious that Grand Forks and East
Grand Forks portions were separated. The CY 90 record may refer to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the
winter season report in "The Loon" volume 62 page 146 while it is obvious that Grand Forks and East
Grand Forks portions were separated. The CY 98 record may refer to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the
winter season report in "The Loon" volume 70 while it is obvious that Grand Forks and East Grand Forks
portions were separated. The CY 100 record may refer to a ND sighting. It is not listed in the winter
season report in "The Loon" volume 71 while it is obvious that Grand Forks and East Grand Forks
portions were separated.

78.10. Lac qui Parle (88) Though this record is listed in volume 60 page 118 of "The Loon", it is listed as
meadowlark sp., not Western Meadowlark. As of 10/02 this record was changed to "meadowlark sp."

78.11. Marshall (86) Though this record is listed in volume 58 page 124 of "The Loon", it is listed as
meadowlark sp., not Western Meadowlark. As of 10/02 this record has been changed to "meadowlark
sp."

78.12. Minneapolis (54) Notes in the CBC summary of volume 26 page 101 of "The Flicker" include Western
Meadowlark as an unusual species. As of 10/02 this record has been changed to "meadowlark sp."

78.13. Roseau (90) Reported in seasonal report as “meadowlark sp.” with the county name in boldface type.
The only record listed as Western Meadowlark was the Cottonwood CBC. As of 10/02 this record has
been changed to "meadowlark sp."

78.14. Sherburn (54) Notes in the CBC summary of volume 26 page 101 of "The Flicker" include Western
Meadowlark as an unusual species.

78.15. Warren (77) This count week record is not evaluated in "The Loon" volume 46? Page 59? As of 10/02
this record will stand pending further review.

78.16. Wheaton (54) Notes in the CBC summary of volume 26 page 101 of "The Flicker" include Western
Meadowlark as an unusual species. As of 10/02 this record will stand pending further review.

78.17. Winona (70) In volume 42 page 100 of "The Loon", the MN CBC season compiler does include
Western Meadowlark in table of results. As of 10/02 this record has been changed to "meadowlark sp."

78.18. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (69) This record refers to a WI sighting. It is not listed in the table of results of
the CBC summary in "The Loon" volume 41 page 127.

78.19. Stewartville (40) No evaluation of this record is made in the CBC summary of "The Flicker" volume 12
page 7. As of 10/02 this record has been changed to "meadowlark sp."

79. Bronzed Cowbird
79.1. Albert Lea (85) Although this record was listed as Bronzed Cowbird in Volume 39 of American Birds,

Bronzed Cowbird has not been recorded in Minnesota.  Since Brown-headed Cowbird was not recorded
on this count, and since it appears next to Bronzed Cowbird on the CBC report form, this was changed to
Brown-headed Cowbird. Another possible confusion, Bronzed Grackle, was not considered since
Common Grackle was observed on this count, and since Bronzed grackle is no longer reported as a
subspecies.

79.2. LaCrosse-LaCrescent (97) As of 9/02, not sure what this species was reported as, but this must be the
result of a transcription error. 

80. Brambling
80.1. Grand Forks-East Grand Forks (89) This record is well documented in The Loon volume 61 page 56.

81. Gray-crowned Rosy-Finch
81.1. Excelsior (81)This record is well documented in "The Loon" volume 53 page 117.
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82. Cassin's Finch
82.1. Crookston (92) As of 9/02 this record has not been thoroughly researched. It has been temporarily

changed from Cassin's finch to carpodacus sp. awaiting review of original publication.

83. Eurasian Tree Sparrow 
83.1. Grand Rapids (94) Confusing record, most likely the result of a transcription error. Unlike the Winona

count that follows, no American Tree Sparrows were reported. That year, American Tree Sparrows were
not reported north of the Wild River count, and none were seen in the North Central Minnesota region.
Grand Rapids has only three times recorded American Tree Sparrows; all these single birds. This is not
to say that this record could not be 14 American Tree Sparrows, but it is unlikely. Until original results
can be obtained, this record will be changes to 14 "sparrow sp."

83.2. Winona (94) Confusing record. A total of 95 individuals was reported, which is obviously a
transcription error of some sort since Eurasian Tree Sparrow is considered Accidental in Minnesota.
Looking at other possibilities, House Sparrow, and European Starling are both listed in the totals,
excluding those species as possibly targets for this record. However, American Tree Sparrow is listed in
count totals as having the same number (95) as was listed for Eurasian Tree Sparrow. It is thought that
the transcriber incorrectly added 95 Eurasian Tree Sparrow thinking that they were adding 95 American
Tree Sparrow. Since it is very unlikely that 95 sparrow sp. (unidentified sparrows) would have been
recorded, (the Winona count has only one time included "sparrow sp." in it's totals, and the number of
individuals recorded was only 3) the totals of this record have been deleted.
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
